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1. INTRODUCTION
The Ministry of Environmental Protection and Regional Development of the Republic of Latvia has launched on 10.01.2012 the 2nd Restricted Call for Proposals of the Estonia – Latvia – Russia Cross Border Cooperation Programme within European Neighbourhood and Partnership Instrument 2007-2013. The deadline for submitting Concept Notes is 27.02.2012.


2. PRIORITIES
The Programme financially supports joint development activities for the improvement of the region’s competitiveness by utilising its potential and beneficial location on the cross roads between the EU and Russian Federation. Within the 2nd Restricted Call for Proposals supported sectors and themes are following:

Priority 1: Socio-economic development
Measure 1.1 Fostering socio-economic development and encouraging business and entrepreneurship,
Measure 1.2 Transport, logistics and communication solutions,
Measure 1.3 Tourism development

Priority 2: Common challenges
Measure 2.1 Protection of environment and natural resources,
Measure 2.2 Preservation and promotion of cultural and historical heritage and support to local traditional skills,
Measure 2.3 Improvement of energy efficiency and promotion of renewable energy sources

Priority 3: Promotion of people to people cooperation
Measure 3.1 Development of local initiative, increase administrative capacities of local and regional authorities,
Measure 3.2 Cooperation in spheres of culture, sport, education, social and health care


3. PROGRAMME AREA
The Programme covers following areas:
· Estonia:	 Kirde-Eesti, Lõuna-Eesti, Kesk-Eesti; adjoining area: Põhja-Eesti,
· Latvia: 	Latgale, Vidzeme; adjoining areas: Riga City and Pieriga,
· Russia: 	Leningrad region, Pskov region, St.-Petersburg City.


4. ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS
In order to be eligible for a grant, the applicant and the project partner(s) must be one of the following:
· national, regional and local public authority;
· association formed by one or several national, regional or local authorities;
· public equivalent body (any legal body governed by public or private law):
· associations formed by one or several bodies governed by public law (as defined above);
· Non-governmental organisations and other non-profit making bodies;
· educational organisations (schools, preschool institutions, colleges, institutes, universities);
· small and medium enterprises (only under Priority 1).


5. PARTNERSHIP REQUIREMENTS
Each project shall involve at least two project partners (the applicant and at least one project partner), of whom at least one project partner shall be located in the Programme area of the Republic of Estonia and/or the Republic of Latvia and at least one project partner located in the Programme area in the Russian Federation. 
6. BUDGET AND SIZE OF GRANT
Available budget for the projects of 2nd Restricted Call of Proposals is 6,014,639 million EUR. 
Any grant awarded under this Call for Proposals must fall between the following minimum and maximum amounts:

7. CO-FINANCING RATE
Public and non-governmental organizations have to ensure at least 10% co-financing for the project. As Project Partner, SME have to provide at least 50% co-financing for respective part of the project.

8. PROJECT DURATION
Maximum duration of the project may not exeed 24 months and the project has to end on 31 December 2014 at the latest.

9. LANGUAGE OF THE PROJECT APPLICATION
Concept Notes in the first phase and Full Application Form in a second phase must be submitted in English (except several documents listed in the Grant Applicants Guidelines).

10. DEADLINE AND SUBMISSION OF PROJECTS
In order to apply for the grant, applicants first have to fill in and submit the Concept Note. Form of the Concept Note is available for download at the Programme’s website: www.estlatrus.eu
The deadline for submission of the Concept Note is 27 February 2012. 

10.1. How to Submit the Concept Note

Concept Notes shall be submitted both in paper format and electronically by email.

The Concept Note must be submitted in one original and one copy in A4 size, each bound or stitched in such a way that the pages cannot be replaced. The Concept Note must be submitted in a closed envelope bearing the following sentences: “Application for Estonia-Latvia-Russia CBC Programme within ENPI 2007-2013. The Second Call for Proposals. Not to be opened before the opening session" together with the full name and address of the applicant. 

10.2. Where to Submit the Concept Note

10.3. Submission deadline 
The 2nd Restricted Call for Proposals is open from 10.01.2012, the deadline for the submission of the Concept Note is 27.02.2012. as evidenced by the postal stamp on the envelope sent by mail or date of receipt in case of courier or hand delivery. In the case of hand deliveries, the deadline for receipt is at 16:00 hours local time as evidenced by the signed and dated receipt. The electronic version of the Concept Note must arrive to the given email address no later than at 23:59 of the submission deadline (local time of the Joint Managing Authority). Any Concept Note submitted after the deadline will automatically be rejected. 
Paper version of the Concept Note sent by mail have to arrive to the addresses listed in the Section 10.2 no later than one month after the deadline. Please note that the date of dispatch has to be not later than the deadline for the submission as indicated above.

12. SELECTION AND AWARD PROCESSES
The call is organized in the restricted form with the following stages:

· 49 days for preparation and submission of the Concept Note
· Assessment of the submitted Concept Notes 

The assessment and selection processes are carried out by the Selection Committee in 2 stages - Concept Note Evaluation Stage and Full Application Form Evaluation Stage that in turn are split into several steps as described in the Guidelines. The assessment and selection starts with the receipt of the Concept Notes by the Joint Technical Secretariat ends with the decision to award grants to the selected applications, represented in the Full Application Form, by the Joint Monitoring Committee.
